It was noted that the $175 000 in the form of the Student Union Building levy written off in the current budget, would apply in the next budgetary year. Nick acknowledged the cuts made and also mentioned that some budget-lines were thought to likely be under-budget.

A fundamental problem was brought up concerning income versus expenditure within VUWSA in terms of what VUWSA provides and whether that could continue under the current income structure. It was emphasised that the levy had not been increased since 1998, the audited accounts for 2005 showed a $100 000 deficit, 2004 only broke even due to not paying the $175 000 Student Union Levy. The clubs budget was questioned in terms of its costs, current level of spending and ways to deal with that were discussed.
